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In my message to the members last month I indicated that, board representatives would be 
meeting with Ledgeview Properties Ltd. Who are the owners of Ledgeview?  Ledgeview 
Properties is comprised of the Mayor and Councilors as well as the City Manager and several 
other support staff.  We met on July 21, 2008 and had an opportunity to make a brief presentation 
and update on happenings at Ledgeview over the past year.  I am pleased to advise the 
members that we were well received with appreciation expressed for the improvements that have 
occurred on the financial operation of the club.  Considerable discussion took place about how we 
could enhance our operations to show a profit in the Clubhouse.  We also discussed other 
concerns including increasing the traffic of green fee golfers, as it is a publicly owned golf course.  
All in all it was a good meeting. 
Last month I also reported that our membership levels are down from last year, particularly proxy 
memberships.  This has a significant impact on our revenues but I am pleased to see that the 
good weather has brought increased play at the club and we are offsetting the lost membership 
revenues with green fee revenue.  The board met on July 22, 2008 and had a “strategic thinking” 
session about how we may want to move forward on the marketing of Ledgeview.  As a result of 
this session we will be moving forward with several initiatives that should result in increased 
revenues for the club and enable us to continue reducing our bank indebtedness.  Initiatives 
include increasing the number of Green Fee times on weekends and holidays: Develop 
“affordable packages” for the slow times during the week: Develop “value packages” e.g. green 
fees including golf carts at certain times of the week:  Carry out a full analysis of the profitability 
and contribution of tournaments.  Another area that we will be looking at is the possibility of 
developing a “non-voting” member category for the club. 
The board will continue to work on these and other strategies in an effort to make Ledgeview as 
successful as it could be providing a great golf experience to the members and the public.

Ledgeview Golf & Country Club 
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In a stroke play competition, a player finds his ball in a water hazard, sees that it is a 
Bridgestone 3 and states it is his ball. He proceeds correctly according to Rule 26 Water 
Hazards .  

He hits the ball and a ball come out of the hazard in front of him. He stands over this ball 
and states it is not his. It is not a Bridgestone. He assumes he has hit the wrong ball and 
as he walks back to hit another ball from behind the hazard, an opponent says that the 
Bridgestone has also come out and is under a tree up ahead.  
The player then plays his Bridgestone 3 onto the green and proceeds without penalty. His 
opponents challenge the decision and believe he should be subject to penalty for playing 
a wrong ball from a hazard.  
 
 
Rule 15-Substituted Ball; Wrong Ball  
15-1 General 
A player must hole out with the ball played from the teeing ground unless the ball is lost 
or out of bounds or the player substitutes another ball, whether or not substitution is 
permitted. If a player plays a wrong ball, see Rule 15-3 
 
 

             15/3 Wrong Ball  
b. Stroke Play 
If a competitor makes a stroke or strokes at a wrong ball, he incurs a penalty of two 
strokes.  
 
15/2 Player’s Stoke at Own Ball Dislodges Concealed  Ball.  
A player plays a stroke with his own ball in the rough and hits an old abandoned ball, 
which was hidden beneath his ball. Since he struck the hidden ball, did he play a wrong 
ball?  
Answer - No. The player played a stroke with his own ball, not with the hidden ball. Since 
he did not play a stroke with the hidden ball, Rule 15-3 is not applicable. The player must 
play his ball as it lies.  
 
 It was ruled that the player was not attempting to hit the wrong ball, which apparently lay     
beneath his own ball in the water hazard 
_______________________________________________________________________
______________________________________ 

 
A player’s ball lies in the fairway near a vertical black and white pole 150-yard marker. The pole is 
inserted into a sunken pipe and can be pulled from the ground. When the player stands over the 
ball, his intended forward swing would hit the pole. The pole is an obstruction and “can be moved 
without unreasonable effort, without unduly   delaying play and without causing damage”.  
The player decides he does not want to pull out the pole from the ground and seeks relief by  
taking a drop at his nearest point of relief no nearer the hole. The player questions whether he is 
compelled to pull the pole from the ground and believes he has the alternate option.  

 
Rule 24 Obstructions  
24/1 Movable Obstructions 
A player may take relief without penalty, from a movable obstruction as follows:  
a) If the ball does not lie in or on the obstruction, the obstruction may be removed. 
b) If the ball lies in or on the obstruction, the ball may be lifted and the obstruction 
removed. The ball must through the green or in a hazard be dropped as near as possible 
to the spot directly under the place where the ball lay in or on the obstruction, but not 
nearer the hole.  
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However; 
 
Rule 18 Ball at Rest Moved  
18-2 By Player, Partner, Caddie or Equipment 
General  
When a player’s ball is in play, if: 
(i) The player, his partner or either of their caddies lifts or moves it, touches it purposely 
(except with a club in the act of addressing it) or causes it to move except as permitted by 
a Rule, the player incurs a penalty of one stroke.  
 
18/2a/4 Ball Lifted and Dropped Away from a Movable  Obstruction  
 
A player’s ball comes to rest against a movable obstruction. The player lifts the ball and 
drops it away from the obstruction instead of removing the obstruction as provided in 
Rule 24-1. What is the ruling?  
Answer – The player incurs a penalty of one stroke under Rule 18-2a and he must 
replace his ball before playing his next stroke. Otherwise, he loses the hole in match play 
or he incurs a total penalty of two strokes in stroke play 
 
The player does not have the option of taking a drop.  
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The Interclub Match against Chilliwack was almost a repeat of last month's debacle at 
Belmont, when after again winning at Ledgeview by 16 1/2 to 7 1/2, the Team collapsed at 
Chilliwack this time losing 17 to 7, and the match overall by a 1/2 Point.  No one owned up to the 
missed putt!
