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Grounds & Greens Report – May 2009 
 
Regular maintenance is underway on the course and conditions are improving thanks to the recent good 
weather.  The greens that were hit the hardest in the winter seem to be recovering well and should be in 
normal playing condition in June. 
  
Seeding of the greens, which is a natural process at this time of the year for poa annua, is starting to 
decline, so speed and firmness will increase once the cycle is over. 
 
Some of the smaller projects on the course that have been ongoing throughout the spring include tree 
work and planting of cedars around the maintenance area as well as around the controller for the 
fountain. We have put signs on the bunker rakes to remind golfers to place rakes inside the bunker after 
use.  We have also placed tee caddies on the par 3s for broken tees. 
 
The Grounds and Greens Committee met in April to review the Audit of all 18 holes.  We created five 
Work Plans that incorporate all of the recommendations for future improvement that were determined 
from the Audit.  Over the month of May, Committee members prioritized the recommendations that 
require capital funding.  These recommendations will be costed by Chad, reviewed by the Committee at 
our June meeting, and the entire Audit will be presented to the Board in July for their approval.

Handicap Committee 
 
The Handicap Committee consists of Val Haslam, Ladies Handicap Chair, Tom Hall, Men’s Handicap 
Chair and Michael Fisher, the Club Captain. 

The committee recently hosted Susan White who is the Director of Rules, Competition & Education 

for the BCGA. 
As a group, they visited various locations at Ledgeview and discussed how best they could be managed 
under the rules of golf.  
The committee will present its findings and suggestions to the board at their next meeting. 
 
Rules Questions test your golf knowledge. 
 
1) A ball comes to rest against a rake in a bunker. How should you proceed?  
 
2)   A ball comes to rest on top of a rake in a bunker and is not touching the sand. How should you 
proceed?  
 
3) You are looking for a fellow competitor’s ball on the driving range. After several taunts from those 

waiting to hit practice balls, you swing at a range ball and hit it in the direction of the range mats.  
              A)  Are you subject to penalty?  
              B)  Is there a difference if you have one or two hands on the club? 
 
4) You are playing a Titleist Pro V 1x with a black number 3 on the ball. You hit it into the trees to the 

right of the sixth fairway and go over to look. Another competitor from a group ahead is looking for a 
ball in the same area. You find two balls lying close to each other and ask, “What ball are you 
playing?” The answer is “a Pro V 1x with a black number 3”  

       Neither ball has any other identifying marks on it. How should you proceed? 
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5) Your ball lies in a bunker beside the green. You hit it out of the bunker and into another bunker on the 
other side of the green.  

a. Can you rake the bunker you are leaving without getting penalized? 
b. If your ball stays in the bunker you are attempting to get out of, can you rake the area where 

you just stood to hit the unsuccessful shot?

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2. Peer Review

Peer review – it is everybody’s responsibility!   
By Frances Nee – SCGA Director of Handicap and membership. 
 
There are two basic premises, which underlie the USGA/RCGA Handicap System.  First, each player is 
expected to make the best score they can at every hole they play regardless of where the round is 
played.  Second, the golfer is expected to post every acceptable round for peer review purposes.  Let’s 
decipher peer review and how it affects our games. 
 
 
 
 
 
Peer review is often misunderstood to mean it is the handicap committee’s responsibility to 
monitor and review each club member’s score file.  Although that is a part of the committee 
responsibility, it is incumbent upon all fellow club members to participate in per review. 
 
 
 
 
Peer review is defined in the USGA Handicap System as “the ability of golfers to gain an 
understanding of a player’s potential ability and form a reasonable basis for supporting or disputing a 
score that has been posted.”  So what does that mean to you as a member of your golf club?  It is your 
responsibility, as you play with fellow club members to make sure each member posts correctly and 
accurately.  If a fellow member is not posting or not posting accurate scores, it is your obligation to alert 
the handicap committee.  The committee can then take any steps necessary to ensure the golfer has an 
index, which is representative of their playing ability. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Posting accurately includes posting the adjusted gross score, including posting a par-plus for any 
holes not played or not played under The Rules of Golf and posting any most-likely scores for holes not 
completed. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Alysa and I are fellow club members who have decided to leave work early and enjoy a casual 
round of golf.  At the completion of 18 holes, Alysa goes straight to the posting computer and records 
her score.  I, on the other hand, go into the lung to check on the Red Sox game and did not post my 
score.  When Alysa questions my actions, I reply, “The score won’t have an impact on my index, so I’m 
not going to post”. 
 
 
 
 

Uncovering the myth 

What is peer review? 

You might not know … 

A real-life example 
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If at that point nothing further is done, then both Alysa and I have failed in our responsibilities.  I 
have failed for not posting an acceptable score and Alysa has failed for not contacting the handicap 
committee and notifying them of my failure to post. 
 
 
 
 
 
The USGA recognized Handicap Index is a mark accepted by golfers across the United States and 
abroad that tells of the player’s ability.  As was described in a USGA handicap article, think of the 
index as a letter of introduction – in essence, the golfer’s club is vouching for its member’s playing ability.  
The club knows this because they have a reasonable and regular opportunity to play golf with one 
another.  Golfers are further basing this good faith acceptance on the reasonable assumption the fellow 
player has posted all of his acceptable scores. 
 
 
 
 
 
Peer review applies to all levels of golfers, even the self-proclaimed “scratch” golfers. There is a 
fallacy that if a golfer only plays in scratch events the posting of scores is not important.  Nothing could be 
further from the truth, as the only valid reflection of the player’s potential can come from the posting of all 
scores.  In order to compete in a gross event, typically there is an index requirement to be met.  Without a 
true index, this player may be accepting a spot in place of another golfer who has legitimately earned that 
Handicap Index by posting all of their scores. 
 
So remember, the next time you are out enjoying a round of golf, participate in peer review.  It is 
good for the game and it is your responsibility!

Dress Code 
 Blue Jeans to wear or not to wear well the Board of Directors agreed to the following regarding the 
wearing of blue jeans on the course. The board is of the opinion that blue jeans are not appropriate 
apparel for playing golf and that the dress code policy will be revised to read that blue jeans will not be 
suitable for playing golf at Ledgeview. This policy will be effective for the 2010 season.  The dress code 
policy will remain unchanged for the 2009 golf season.  
 
 

Answers to quiz 
 
1) First procedure is to mark the ball with a tee. Then remove the rake being as careful as 

possible not to move the ball. Rule 24 Obstructions If the ball stays in the same position, 
remove the tee and hit the ball without penalty.  
If the ball moves in the process of removing the rake, 24-1a states: If the ball moves, it must 
be replaced, and there is not penalty provided that the movement of the ball is directly 
attributable to the removal of the obstruction.  
If the ball move after you have moved the rake and not as a result of your having moved the 
rake, play the ball as it lies.  

2) Rule 24-1b applies in this instance. If the ball lies in or on the obstruction, the ball may be 
lifted and the obstruction removed. The ball must through the green or in a hazard be 
dropped as near as possible to the spot directly under the place where the ball lay in or on 
the obstruction, but not nearer the hole. 

3) A) Yes – under rule 1-4 and Decision 1-4/4 In Anger Player Strikes Ball Played by Player 
in Following Group. The decision states that in Equity, the player should incur the general 
penalty of two strokes. 
B)  No. The penalty still applies 
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4) Rule 12 – 2 Identifying Ball states that the responsibility for playing the proper ball rests with 
the player. Each player should put an identifying mark on his ball. In Decision 27/10, from 
Rule 27 Ball Lost, the ruling is that since neither player could identify a ball as his ball, both 
balls were lost. The players should return to the place of their last hit and play another ball 
under penalty of one stroke. 

5) A) Yes, you may rake the bunker you are leaving. Rule 13-4 Exceptions 3 states that if a 
player makes a stroke from a hazard and the ball comes to rest in another hazard, Rule 13-
4a does not apply to any subsequent actions taken in the hazard from which the stroke was 
made.  
B) Yes, you may rake the bunker you are standing in. Rule 13-4 Exceptions 2 states that after 
making the stroke, if the ball is still in the hazard or has been lifted from the hazard and may 
be dropped or placed in the hazard, the player may smooth sand or soil in the hazard, 
provided nothing is done to breach Rule 13-2 with respect to his next stroke. If the ball is 
outside the hazard after the stroke, the player may smooth sand or soil in the hazard without 
restriction.
